The EDC is a 501(c)(3) non-profit corporation
that operates exclusively for social welfare pur-

poses specifically related to economic develop-

ment within the meaning of 501(c)(3) of Internal
Revenue Code.

The EDC was formed as a member supported
and directed organization that welcomes indi-
viduals, businesses, organizations and local
governments doing business in Lincoln County
who recognize the importance of being proac-
tive about the County’s economic future. The
key function of the EDC is to coordinate, com-
municate and implement the economic develop-
ment activity for our region.

Successful economic development is eco-
nomic development that meets the needs of,
and is supported by, a County’s citizens. To
be successful the EDC seeks input from all sec-
tors of the countywide community through its
membership. EDC members make a difference
by providing a voice for their community, their
industry, and their local economy.

The EDC currently receives 27% of its funding
through a grant from the Washington State Depart-
ment of Commerce. The balance comes from mem-
bership. Current members include business owners,
civic-minded individuals, Lincoln County, the County’s
eight municipalities, Public Development Authorities
and Chambers of Commerce.

The membership cost for Cities and Towns is $1.80
per person x total population. The County supports
the EDC and other economic development projects
through their LCEDF grant program. The rest of the
membership fee structure is below:
