Old Business:  
The water use agreement between the Barr Regional Bio-Industrial Park and the City of Sprague was discussed. Rex reminded the group that Sprague is supposed to receive the water infrastructure installed for Blue Marble after it is installed and Sprague begins providing their water. The well is also supposed to be transferred to Sprague. This agreement followed a study paid for by the Sprague PDA and included an arrangement for the Sprague PDA to shadow the Odessa PDA to gain experience in the process. Margie will get in touch with the Odessa PDA to find out what stage the process is at and how they want to proceed with the agreement. 

The industrial park site north of the freeway was discussed. The annexation of the property by the City of Sprague is before the Council and the City’s water plan should be complete this spring. 

Margie went to the City Council and asked them to appoint two new members to the PDA Board. Two potential members were in attendance to learn about the PDA and its responsibilities. Any citizens interested in becoming members are to submit a letter of interest to the Council before their next meeting.

The group received an update on the train depot project. The city learned from the DAHP that they must restore the depot back to the condition it was in prior to its recent use to film a movie. It also needs additional work to be ADA compliant. Margie will email Regina about a USDA-RD grant that might work for them.
